Secondly, in the Sprrir, the Saints are 
made the righteoufiKlTe of God ; that is 
Godjiiow as in Chrilt, dwells and ai^s,^ 
his Saincs.by his Spirit, writes his law in 
their hearts, makes thtm partakers of his 
own nature,and fo goes on in fulfilling his 
ownrighteoufneflc in them.- For, the 
righteoufntife of the law " i the Spirit 
fulfilled in us,afwcll as che law in the let­
ter for us who walke not after the Hd}^. 
that is,after the law in the letter,but aftej 
the Spirit of Chrift who dwells in us,aiic{ 
adfs according to its own plcafure, and fo 
by degrees drawes up the fpirits of his 
people to hiinlclf, unrill at laft^ they are 
fwallowed up in the fiilnclfe of the righ, 
teoufntffe o f God in the Spirit, and bee 
niade wholly and f t i r ever one in theFa-
fher with Chrift, \ lohn i . a. A glorious 
myftevious trijth,niect to be known of all 
fpiricuall Ones ; this is the top of the 
Saints glory, and their height of fpirituall
