fore Chr i l t by his comming brought this to palTe, that meanes 
fhould be aftbrded as well and as much as to the Jewes, and con-
fcqucntly f a i th by the meanes and lo united to C h r i f t the head; 
now being joyned to the head, they m u f t neceffarily b^ joyned 
to the BoJy, therefore joyncd to thofc believing Jewes which

I anfwer t rue , when they manifcft that they have the rhing 
and lubftance, 'or any other can mamfcf t i t for them , then let 
them have the fcalc and circumftancc; and fbrely i ;one can for­
bid water, why they fhould not be bapti led, when they are 
knownc to be i n the Covenant.
