Moreover the 
Children Ifracl after Jofcph was Dead, were, 
through th.it Love thiy bore to him, grievoufly 
opprefled by the mighty King of E^ypt, bat it 
proved his- own utter Ruin in the end.

many Years together greatly Perlecuted, but

and Favourites were, for his fiilce, call into a 
fiery Furnace, and another into a Lyon's Den, 
yet they never loft any thing by him, nor did 
they ever repent the Eriteitainment they gave 
him.

themand to the end therefore, that they might 
not mifs of fo great a Blefllng which Godlinefs 
prings along with him: I may fafely adventure 
to fay, according to my prefent Method, and to 
burfuc my Allegorical Difcourfe; Godlinefs hath 
received Contmi/fion from the King of Heaven 
and Earth to Travel, to fee who would embrace 
and entertain him.

he perceived that no fooner th.m fbme other 
Ouefts came to his Door, (who were Perfotis 
much inferior, as to Birth and Qtrility, to him, 
an l̂ indeed not worthy of the leafl: Regard, and
